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Requirements:


Look for images in magazines.


Composition must utilize a minimum of 7 different images.


Final must incorporate at least 4 of the different ways to show depth in a picture.


The picture needs to use Unity as the dominant principle.  


Translate image to tracing paper and transfer onto canvas board. 


Match and mix colors and save in a sealable container.


Acrylic painting is about layers. Block in basic shapes with simple color wash first. Then work back to front, light to dark, general to specific, add details last!
